Tap one cube as you say each sound from left to right from student perspective; one second between each sound. Then quickly slide finger above cubes from left to right from student perspective.


Assess letter names. Place the student probe in front of the student making sure to cover tasks for other themes. Say to student, You’re going to say the names for some letters. Put your finger under the first letter in the box. Point to each letter, and tell me the name of the letter. (Stop testing when students miss four letters in a row.)

Tap one cube as you say each sound from left to right from student perspective; one second between each sound. Then quickly slide finger above cubes from left to right from student perspective.

Put your finger under the first letter in the box. Point to each letter, and tell me the name of the letter.  Now put your finger under the first letter and tell me the sound for each letter.
