
The Need for Results-Focused Assessment
· Instructional Time is Precious: Need to spend time teaching, not testing

· DIBELS measures do not assess all aspects of reading

· Short duration fluency-based measures

· Some Skills are More Important Than Others:

· Assesses skills predictive of later reading proficiency

· Provides timely feedback to schools and teachers to enable responsive instruction

· Allows early identification of students who need instructional support

· Assesses whether children are learning enough

Separating Teaching & Testing Time
· Scores will be used to assist in making instructional decisions

· Therefore, we must administer the measures without:

· Assisting the student during the task

· Modifying the task, materials, or time

Standardized, reliable data collection and scoring are essential!

Standard Administration
· For scores to be useful, we must administer the measures according to standardized administration and scoring directions.

· Presenting each measure:

Present the directions as written

Use the specific materials

· Timing each measure:

Use a stopwatch

· Scoring each measure:

Follow scoring rules for each measure

Score immediately after completing

Standardization provides each child an equal opportunity to display skills.

Engage student to do his or her best
