Creating Lines of Practice using the Excel Template:
1. There are six worksheets in the Excel File (see the tabs at the bottom of the page:  Sounds, Regular Words, Regular Words-Review p1, Regular Words-Review p2, HF Words, Sentences).

2. Click on the Sounds Tab.

3. Click on Line #1.

4. Edit to include the proper Grade, Theme or Unit number, Week and appropriate story and anthology titles (this line will automatically be inserted in lines 3, 5, 7, 9 and 11).

5. Click on cell A2 and enter the first sound/spelling, click on A3 and enter the second sound/spelling...continue across the row.  These sound/spellings will automatically be inserted in the rest of the cells.

6. Click on the “Reg. Words New” tab at the bottom of the worksheet.

7. Click on Line #1.

8. Edit to include the proper Grade, Theme or Unit number, Week and appropriate story and anthology titles (this line will automatically be inserted in lines 3, 5, 7, 9 and 11).

9. Enter new regular words in rows 2 AND 8.  The regular words will automatically be inserted in rest of the cells.

10. Repeat steps 7, 8 and 9 in the “Reg. Words Review, p1”, “Reg. Words Review, p2”, and “HF Words” worksheets.

11. Click on the “sentences” tab at the bottom of the worksheet.

12. Click on Line #1.

13. Edit to include the proper Grade, Theme or Unit number, Week and appropriate story and anthology titles (this line will automatically be inserted in lines 3, 5, 7, 9 and 11).

14. Type a sentence or phrase from the story on lines 2, 4, 6, 8 and 10.
