	· Is the interventionist using consistent wording?

· Is the interventionist engaging is excessive teacher talk?

· Is the error correction procedure being used appropriately?

	Discuss problem with the interventionist. Ensure that the script is being followed and wording is consistent. Give specific examples that you observed from the lesson. Explain what was happening to slow down the pacing and what needs to be changed to increase pacing.
	If the problem continues, model a task within the lesson while students are present so the interventionist can observe. Talk with the interventionist ahead of time and specifically point out what you are going to do differently so the interventionist can focus on the behavior you model. 
	Provide additional modeling during lessons and have the interventionist practice with you as a student.

	High Rate of Student Errors
	· Examine signaling and pacing concerns first.

· Is the interventionist part firming before moving onto the next task?

· Is the error correction procedure being used appropriately?
· Are the students being held to a high criterion? (Examine mastery checks)

	Discuss the problem with the interventionist and provide specific examples of when students are making errors, the types of errors being made, and hypotheses about why so many errors are being made. If the errors are a result of not following the error correction procedure or not part firming give specific feedback about how to part firm and the steps needed for error correction.

	If the problem continues, model a task within the lesson while students are present so the interventionist can observe. Talk with the interventionist ahead of time and specifically point out what you are going to do differently so the interventionist can focus on the behavior you model.
