Teach: Introduce the first two paragraphs of decodable selection I
· Identify problem multisyllabic words

· Mark divisions and blend

· Read aloud as a group

Practice:  Guide students in dividing the passage into phrases and ask students to reread the passage, focusing on prosody

Apply:  Reread decodable selection #1 as a timed one-minute reading two times, chart progress

	Warm Up:   Ask students to mark the syllable divisions and blend each word
Teach: Introduce the decodable selection #2
· Identify problem multisyllabic words

· Mark divisions and blend

· Read aloud as a group

Practice:  Guide students in dividing the passage into phrases and ask students to reread the passage, focusing on prosody

Apply:  Reread decodable selection #2 as a timed one-minute reading two times, chart progress

	Warm Up:  Ask students to review the steps for dividing words into syllables

Practice: Sort multisyllabic words by number of syllables and record, check work with partner

Apply: Play multisyllabic word building game, putting together open and closed syllables, and affixes to form real words

Word Reading Assessment: 

Using either decodable selection #1 or #2, give a one-minute timed fluency assessment, note the word reading strategies students use to read multisyllabic words
