	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. I was in a hammock on the deck.

	Have you ever been in a hammock?  A hammock is a hanging seat or cot to lay down in that can be tied up so it doesn’t touch the ground.  Most hammocks swing back and forth.  Can you think of something that might be strong enough to tie a hammock to?



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. I will fill a bucket with water.

	Buckets can be very useful.  In this sentence the bucket is filled with water.  What else can you fill a bucket with?
