Have you ever lost something that belonged to someone else?  How did that make you feel?  Has anyone ever lost something that belonged to you?  Did they say they were sorry?

	Here are some words we will read in tomorrow’s story.
(Touch the word, say it, have students repeat. Use the same procedure with remaining words.

( Call on individual children randomly to read the words independently.



	Introduce word meanings:
	( 5-10 minutes

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. She lent the van to Nick.

	In this sentence “she lent the van” means she let Nick use the van.  Use your own words to explain to me what you think “she lent the van” means.



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. Her boss will insist that Mom get rest.

	If I insist that you do something I am telling you that you must do what I ask. I am going to read some sentences to you. Put your thumb up if the sentence is true.

Your teacher will insist that you walk in the hallway.

Your principal will insist that you play nicely on the play ground.

Your Grandma will insist that you eat five bowls of ice cream before bed.

Your family will insist that you take a bath when you get dirty.

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. Mom will ask to be absent from work.
When you are absent from school you could be at a doctor’s appointment or on vacation with your parents.  How long has it been since you were absent on a school day?


	(Touch and read the words with the students:    4. The cat was hidden.
