
	Introduce story context: 
	( 1-2 minutes

	Have you heard of good luck and bad luck?  Tomorrow we’re going to read three short stories.  In one of the stories, the men who are fishing lose their fish.  You could say they have bad luck.  In another story, the children are trying to win some cash.  The story says they will need good luck to win.  Can you think of a time where you felt like you had good luck?  How about a time when you had bad luck?



	Word Introduction:
	( 1-2 minutes

	Here are some words we will read in tomorrow’s story.
(Touch the word, say it, have students repeat. Use the same procedure with remaining words.

( Call on individual children randomly to read the words independently.



	Introduce word meanings:
	( 5-10 minutes

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. The men went to the inlet to fish for bass.

	In this sentence an inlet is a place where water comes into the land from a sea or river.  Have you ever seen someone fishing in an inlet?  Close your eyes and try to imagine what an inlet might look like.



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. Bess and Pat have contest tickets.

	A contest is like a competition.  I’m going to read a list of different kinds of contests.  Listen until I am finished.  Pick one contest you would like to be in and one you wouldn’t.  I’ll read the list twice if you need me to.  Ready.

A picture drawing contest

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. Will they hit the jackpot?
