	The phrase down the ramp means that Tim is running forward on the ramp towards the dock.



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. The people sit in the vast tent.

	In this sentence the word vast means something that is very big.  Now, I’m going to read a list.  Put your thumb up if I read something from the list that is vast or very big.
