
	Introduce story context: 
	( 1-2 minutes

	Tomorrow we’re going to read a story about a chipmunk. The chipmunk is a small animal that eats nuts and lives in trees. This chipmunk is causing problems for a person.  Have you ever had an animal that causes problems?

	Word Introduction:
	( 1-2 minutes

	Here are some words we will read in tomorrow’s story.
(Touch the word, say it, have students repeat. Use the same procedure with remaining words.

( Call on individual children randomly to read the words independently.



	Introduce word meanings:
	( 5-10 minutes

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. Chip, the little chipmunk, sat in his nest.

	Chipmunks are cute little animals with little paws that they hold under their chins.  Chipmunks have chubby cheeks and noses that twitch.  Let’s try it.  Do your best to look like a chipmunk!



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. I will banish that chipmunk from this shed.

	In this sentence to banish means to be sent away. Listen to me read that sentence again with the word send away. (Reread sentence and replace banish with send away). I’m going to read some sentences.   If I read something that sounds true put your thumb up.

“If you steal they will banish you from the store.”

“If you giggle they might banish you from the circus.”

“If you scream they will banish you from the library.”

“If you run they will banish you from the playground.”

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. THUD.  THUD.  THUD.

	 THUD is a word that describes the sound of something heavy being dropped. “THUD.  THUD.  THUD.” describes a loud noise being made over and over again--like footsteps.  What can you think of that makes a THUD?     



	( Correction Procedure:  If students make an error, stop them, model the word and have them read it again.
