	Introduce story context: 
	( 1-2 minutes

	Tomorrow we’re going to read a story about two children in a bobsled contest. They have to use the bobsled to race down a hill in the snow. Have you ever been on a sled in the snow? How does it feel to sled down a hill?

	Word Introduction:
	( 1-2 minutes

	Here are some words we will read in tomorrow’s story.
(Touch the word, say it, have students repeat. Use the same procedure with remaining words.

( Call on individual children randomly to read the words independently.



	Introduce word meanings:
	( 5-10 minutes

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. The bobsled contest was on the summit of Big Top.

	There are two words in this sentence we are going to talk about. The first word is bobsled. A bobsled is sled that more than one person can ride on down a hill. Bobsleds go very, very fast.

The second word from this sentence that we will learn is summit. Summit is a word that means the very top of a mountain.  If you climb all the way up a mountain you’ve reached the Summit!


	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. Nick and Jan put wax on the bottom of the bobsled.

	Wax is what candles are made of.  People use wax for all sorts of things. Nick and Jan put wax on the bottom of the bobsled to make it go faster.  




Activities continue on the following page

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. They did not panic.

	Sometimes people panic when they get hurt or have an unexpected mishap.  When someone is in a panic they are very upset.  Sometimes a mishap can happen but the people involved try not to panic.  In the story you will read tomorrow Nick and Jan do not panic.  Can you try to guess what might happen in the story?


	( Correction Procedure:  If students make an error, stop them, model the word and have them read it again.
