
	Introduce story context: 
	( 1-2 minutes

	Tomorrow we’re going to read another story about Peg and Stan and the trip they are taking West in their wagon.  Because the story is about a family that lived over a hundred years ago, there are many things that Peg and Stan and their children must do without--like a car.  What else can you think of that Peg and Stan would not have had over a hundred years ago to take on their trip?


	Word Introduction:
	( 1-2 minutes

	Here are some words we will read in tomorrow’s story.
(Touch the word, say it, have students repeat. Use the same procedure with remaining words.

( Call on individual children randomly to read the words independently.



	Introduce word meanings:
	( 5-10 minutes

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. From sunup to sunset.

	Sunup is another word for sunrise. Sunup means when the sun comes up in the morning and daylight begins. 


	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. The wagon had to go up and down hills.

	The wagon in the story you will read tomorrow was the only way for people to move a lot of things by themselves over a long distance before we had cars and trucks.  Wagons didn’t run on gas like a car, they had to be pulled by big animals called oxen that looked kind of like cows.  If you put all of your things in a wagon how many oxen do you think you would need to pull it?  2 oxen?  4 oxen?  8 oxen?  20 oxen?


	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. They had to unpack the wagon.

	When you come home from a trip or vacation you have to unpack your bags.  What else can you think of that needs to be unpacked?

	( Correction Procedure:  If students make an error, stop them, model the word and have them read it again.
