	Tomorrow we’re going to read a story about a boy named Nick. Nick is mad. He wants to play outside but his mom won’t let him because it is raining. Have you ever been disappointed because it was raining and you couldn’t play outside?  What kinds of things do you think you could do if you had to stay inside all day because of the rain?



	Word Introduction:
	( 1-2 minutes

	Here are some words we will read in tomorrow’s story.
(Touch the word, say it, have students repeat. Use the same procedure with remaining words.

( Call on individual children randomly to read the words independently.



	Introduce word meanings:
	( 5-10 minutes

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. Drops of rain splashed on the sill.

	Have you gotten splashed by rain drops before?  What happens to you when you get splashed? I am going to read some sentences. If you think you would get splashed in the sentence put your thumbs up.

riding your bike through a big puddle (thumbs up)
going for a walk around a pond (no thumbs)
riding on a boat through big waves  


	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. Chuck may drop in and you can play with him.

	In this sentence it says that “Chuck is going to drop in.” Do you think Chuck is really going to drop or fall from somewhere? What do you think it means if someone is going to drop in?




Activities continued on the following page

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. At midday, Mom and Nick had lunch.

	Midday means half way through the day.  We usually say “noon” or “lunchtime.” I am going to name some different times in the day. Put your thumbs up if the time I say is midday. 9:00 in the morning?   noon?   Before dinner?  lunchtime?


	( Correction Procedure:  If students make an error, stop them, model the word and have them read it again.
