	( 1-2 minutes

	Tomorrow we’re going to read a story about a girl named Nell. Nell’s friend Tom is flying on an airplane to come and visit her. Nell is trying to make a plan about what they will do when Tom arrives. Nell is talking to her friend Liz and asking Liz for her advice. Have you ever tried to make plans when someone has come for a visit? What did you plan?



	Word Introduction:
	( 1-2 minutes

	Here are some words we will read in tomorrow’s story.
(Touch the word, say it, have students repeat. Use the same procedure with remaining words.

( Call on individual children randomly to read the words independently.



	Introduce word meanings:
	( 5-10 minutes

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. I think Tom and I might go to a show.

	In this sentence a show can mean a movie or a play or even a concert.  I am going to read this sentence again and use the word movie. Listen. (reread sentence and replace the word show with movie.) Now, listen to this sentence, “My favorite movie is Harry Potter.” Now you say that sentence but use the word show instead of movie.



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. We can eat fast and then dash to the show.

	Dash means to go somewhere very quickly.  If you wake up late you may have to dash to school.  Can you think of another time that you might have to dash?




Activities continue on the following page

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. “I saw it,” Liz said with a grin.

	A grin is another word for smile.  Everyone, show me what a grin looks like.


	(Touch and read the words with the students:    4. Tom said, “I feel beat” after that coast to coast flight.

	When someone says they feel beat it means that they are very tired.  I’m going to read a list of activities.  Put your thumb up if I say something that makes you feel beat.

Swimming in the lake

Helping wash the car

Staying up late

Eating too much

Playing all day with a friend

Riding bikes

There is another phrase in this sentence that can be tricky. The words coast to coast is a way to describe the distance from the west coast of the United States to the East Coast of the United States. If you fly on an airplane from Oregon to New York City you are flying coast to coast. On an airplane, it takes about 6 or 7 hours to fly coast to coast. If you are driving in your car it takes 4 or 5 days to drive coast to coast!
