The whales swim to the boat to see if they can help. Has anyone ever seen a whale before? Do you think whales could really help a sinking boat?

	Here are some words we will read in tomorrow’s story.
(Touch the word, say it, have students repeat. Use the same procedure with remaining words.

( Call on individual children randomly to read the words independently.



	Introduce word meanings:
	( 5-10 minutes

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. Then they jumped high to inhale.

	In this sentence the whale jumps high out of the water to inhale.  Inhale means to breath air in.  Whales inhale through a hole in the top of their heads.  Humans inhale too, but we inhale through our noses and mouths.  Let’s all inhale a great big breath.  Ready. (demonstrate inhale with students)


	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. Each fresh wave was a contest to see which whale jumped better.

	Sometimes we use the word fresh to describe something that is new.  In this sentence, each fresh wave means each new wave.



	( Correction Procedure:  If students make an error, stop them, model the word and have them read it again.
