	Tomorrow we’re going to read a story about a boy named Pete who had to baby sit his little sister, Beth. Pete tells his friend Jill about all of the games Beth wanted to play. While Beth was pretending to be a frog she broke something. Pete is disappointed because his mom got mad at Pete instead of Beth. Why do you think Pete’s mom wasn’t upset with Beth? Have you ever had to baby sit for your little brother or sister and had to play a bunch of games that you thought were silly?



	Word Introduction:
	( 1-2 minutes

	Here are some words we will read in tomorrow’s story.
(Touch the word, say it, have students repeat. Use the same procedure with remaining words.

( Call on individual children randomly to read the words independently.



	Introduce word meanings:
	( 5-10 minutes

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. “Tell me what she did,” Jill said with a wide smile.

	A wide smile is a really big smile or grin.  Let’s smile as wide as we can.  Ready (smile wide).


	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. I was saving the best tale.

	A tale is another word for story. Listen to me read this sentence again with the word story (reread the sentence replacing tale with story). Listen to this sentence, “Have you ever heard the story of Peter Rabbit? Now you say the sentence but use the word tale instead of story.

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. Mom’s white vase fell and broke.

	A vase is a special kind of container that is used to hold flowers.  Most vases are made out glass and can break easily if they are knocked over.


	( Correction Procedure:  If students make an error, stop them, model the word and have them read it again.
