
	Introduce story context: 
	( 1-2 minutes

	Tomorrow we’re going to read a story about Pat. She hasn’t been able to sleep at night because her next door neighbors, the Bergs, bought a new dog who has been barking all night. Have you ever had trouble sleeping because you or your neighbors had a barking dog?

	Word Introduction:
	( 1-2 minutes

	Here are some words we will read in tomorrow’s story.
(Touch the word, say it, have students repeat. Use the same procedure with remaining words.

( Call on individual children randomly to read the words independently.



	Introduce word meanings:
	( 5-10 minutes

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. You look beat!

	The word beat is another way for saying tired. When someone looks beat it means they look very tired.  Have you ever stayed up too late and felt beat the next day?



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. “That is a real shame, Pat,” Herb said.

	When someone says, that is a real shame it means the same thing as when someone says, that is too bad. I’m going to read some sentences and if you think the sentence is something that would be too bad, I want you to say that is a real shame. Listen to each sentence carefully.

Craig’s team lost their first soccer game. (That is a real shame).

We get to have pizza for dinner tonight! (That is a real shame).

Katie doesn’t have any homework tonight. (That is a real shame).

Jason’s dog ran away. (That is a real shame).

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. Herb’s plan is very clever.

	Clever is another word for smart. When you come up with a good idea, someone might say “that was a clever idea!” Listen to this sentence, Herb’s plan is very smart. Now I want you to say that sentence again, but use the word clever instead of smart. 



	( Correction Procedure:  If students make an error, stop them, model the word and have them read it again.
