	Introduce story context: 
	( 1-2 minutes

	Tomorrow we’re going to read a story about why Tess and her sister Jane needed to go to the fort. This story takes place during a war. Tess is trying to help one side win the war.

	Word Introduction:
	( 1-2 minutes

	Here are some words we will read in tomorrow’s story.
(Touch the word, say it, have students repeat. Use the same procedure with remaining words.

( Call on individual children randomly to read the words independently.



	Introduce word meanings:
	( 5-10 minutes

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. The fort is just past that fork in the road.

	When there is a fork in the road it means that one road splits into 2 roads.  We call this a fork in the road because it looks a little like the fork we eat with. 



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. Time grows short. The coach came to a stop.

	The phrase time grows short means that time is running out. This is a phrase that was used a long time ago, but people usually don’t say time grows short today. If you are running out of time, you might say: “We are short on time” or “time’s up!”

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. His fleet is on the north side of the bay.

	A fleet is a group of boats or ships that sail together.  Have you ever seen a fleet?  About how many ships were in the fleet?



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    4. In the morning, he plans to storm the fort and lay claim to the throne.

	Storm is another way of saying to rush in or to barge in. When someone storms into a room, a person rushes into a room and usually surprises who ever is in the room. In this sentence the word storm means a sudden attack on a place that is being protected.  

The words lay claim mean that something belongs to you or you think that something belongs to you. For example, in this sentence when someone lays claim to the throne, it means that they want to become the king or queen because they think the crown belongs to them.


	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    5. Norman cannot harm me nor will he storm the port.

	Nor is another word for saying that someone will not do something. Listen to this sentence again (reread sentence). So, in this sentence, “Norman cannot harm me and he will not storm the port.”



	( Correction Procedure:  If students make an error, stop them, model the word and have them read it again.
