	Tomorrow we’re going to read a story about a boy named Mark. He doesn’t want to go to school so he tells his mom that he has a sore throat. Have you ever pretended to be sick because you didn’t want to school?

	Word Introduction:
	( 1-2 minutes

	Here are some words we will read in tomorrow’s story.
(Touch the word, say it, have students repeat. Use the same procedure with remaining words.

( Call on individual children randomly to read the words independently.



	Introduce word meanings:
	( 5-10 minutes

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. Mark’s mom gave him a stern look.

	When someone gives you a stern look they are looking at you very seriously.  A stern look usually means that you are in trouble.



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. I did fine when we painted landscapes.

	A landscape is a picture of nature where you can see a lot of the land.  It might be a picture of mountains or it could be a picture of a field.



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. The instructor has started us on clay.

	An instructor is another word for teacher.  Instructors can teach a lot of different things. You can have a math instructor or a reading instructor. What are a few things that your instructor teaches you?

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students: 4. I have to make a clay stork today.

	A stork is a bird with long legs and a big beak.  A stork is just one kind of bird.  What other kinds of birds can you think of?



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    5. I got a sneak peek at Jeff’s stork last week.

	A sneak peek is when someone gets a look at something before they are meant to.  If you get a sneak peek of your birthday cake you see it before your family brings it out to you.  Have you ever had a sneak peek of something?  What was it? 



	( Correction Procedure:  If students make an error, stop them, model the word and have them read it again.
