	Introduce word meanings:

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. “Mr. Ross said that we will see grain and hay”?

	“Mr. Ross said that we will see grain and hay”? 

Grain is grown by farmers so that we can turn it into food.   I’m going to read a list of foods that are made from grain.  Put your thumb up if I say something that you like to eat.

	When you are in a place where the land is very flat and you can see very far you are on the plains.  There are no mountains or forests on the plains but there are lots of farms.



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. “The main crops on this ranch are grain and hay.”

	We use the word crops to describe the kinds of food that farmers grow.  In this sentence grain and hay are the crops the farmer grows.  Can you think of other crops of food that farmers grow?
