	Introduce story context: 
	( 1-2 minutes

	Tomorrow we’re going to read another story about Clark. He and his mom are still waiting to find out if Barb will be okay. It is hard to wait for a long time when you are worried about someone.

	Word Introduction:
	( 1-2 minutes

	Here are some words we will read in tomorrow’s story.
(Touch the word, say it, have students repeat. Use the same procedure with remaining words.

( Call on individual children randomly to read the words independently.



	Introduce word meanings:
	( 5-10 minutes

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. “I insist”, she said, taking Clark by the arm.

	If someone says “I insist” it means that they will not take no for an answer.



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. “Last night is a blur,” Clark said while they ate.

	The saying, “last night is a blur” is a way to describe a night where everything happened so quickly you have a hard time remembering what happened. Do you remember when we learned the word hectic? Who remembers what it means if I said, “I had a hectic day?” If you had a really hectic night, the next day you might say, “Last night was a blur.”



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. You have a sharp little girl, Clark.

	The word sharp means smart in this sentence. Listen to me read this sentence again but I will use the word smart instead of sharp. “You have a smart little girl, Clark.” Listen to another sentence, Dave got all the answers right on his math test. He is a smart boy. Now you say that sentence but use the word sharp instead of smart.


	( Correction Procedure:  If students make an error, stop them, model the word and have them read it again.
