	Tomorrow we’re going to read a story about a little boy named Kirk. It is his birthday and he is turning three. His mom shows pictures to Kirk’s older sister, Carla, and remembers what Kirk was like when he was a little baby. Do people in your family tell you stories about when you were a little baby?



	Word Introduction:
	( 1-2 minutes

	Here are some words we will read in tomorrow’s story.
(Touch the word, say it, have students repeat. Use the same procedure with remaining words.

( Call on individual children randomly to read the words independently.



	Introduce word meanings:
	( 5-10 minutes

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. Come look at this snapshot, Carla.

	A snapshot is another word for a photograph or a picture.



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. “Let me see the big red box,” Kirk said with glee.

	The word glee is a way to describe someone’s actions who is really, really happy! If you are really happy people can tell by the way you act or the way your voice sounds. I am going to read this sentence again to you and this time I am going to read it like I am Kirk. (Reread the sentence). Now it’s your turn, let’s read this sentence with glee!



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. “This cake is a work of art,” Carla said.

	When you describe something as a work of art you are giving someone a compliment. In this sentence, Carla is saying that the cake looks so beautiful that it could be in a museum. If one of your friends drew a picture and you thought it was a really good picture and wanted to let them know, you could tell them that their picture was a work of art!


	( Correction Procedure:  If students make an error, stop them, model the word and have them read it again.
