	Introduce story context: 
	( 1-2 minutes

	Tomorrow we’re going to read a story about a girl who is looking for her friend, Gail. The girl needs to get to the beach fast and find Gail to give her an important message. There is something silly about this story: Gail is at the beach with a bunch of sheep! Do you think sheep should be at the beach? Why do you think Gail was at the beach with sheep?



	Word Introduction:
	( 1-2 minutes

	Here are some words we will read in tomorrow’s story.
(Touch the word, say it, have students repeat. Use the same procedure with remaining words.

( Call on individual children randomly to read the words independently.



	Introduce word meanings:
	( 5-10 minutes

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. The wheels spun.

	When we read a sentence like this, the wheels spun, we can make a prediction about whether the jeep was going slow or fast. Do you think that the jeep was going slow or fast? Why?



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. The mist was thick.

	Mist is another name for fog.  Mist is the kind of weather when the air is wet and can be difficult to see through.  Mist can make your skin feel wet. Have you ever been out in the mist?  Where were you and what were you doing?




Activities continue on the following page

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. The jeep had to twist at each bend.

	A bend in the road is a place where the road turns. When a road has a lot of bends in it and you are driving in a car, it can make you feel car sick or like you are on a roller coaster! Have you ever been in a car where there were lots of bends in the road? Did you think the car ride was fun or did it make you feel sick?  


	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   4. “Thank you, pal.”

	A pal is another word for friend.  Listen, Katie is my friend. Now I am going to say that sentence again with the word pal. Katie is my pal. Your turn. I am going to say a sentence, Jason is my friend. Who can say this sentence with the word pal? 



	( Correction Procedure:  If students make an error, stop them, model the word and have them read it again.
