	Tomorrow we’re going to read a story about two friends named Matt and Jill. Matt and Jill had a busy week and decided to spend a day at the lake relaxing. At first, they were relaxing in their boat but then they run into a problem. Max and Jill’s relaxing day turns into a lot of work! Have you ever had a day where you thought you were going to be able to relax and have fun and then your plans didn’t work out? How did that make you feel?


	Word Introduction:
	( 1-2 minutes

	Here are some words we will read in tomorrow’s story.
(Touch the word, say it, have students repeat. Use the same procedure with remaining words.

( Call on individual children randomly to read the words independently.



	Introduce word meanings:
	( 5-10 minutes

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:   1. It was hectic at work all week.

	When something is hectic there is a lot going on and things are very busy. If you wait to pack for a trip until right before you have to leave, it can be very hectic because you are in a hurry and have to remember to pack everything you need!  Has anyone ever been in a situation that was hectic?



	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    2. She did not see Matt’s bait float to the back of the boat.

	When someone goes fishing, they need bait to put on the fishing hook to catch the fish.  Some people use worms as fishing bait.  Without bait you couldn’t catch any fish! Has anyone ever used bait to try and catch fish?

	(Touch and read the sentence with the students:    3. Grab that pail and bail!

	When a boat fills up with water the people inside the boat have to bail the water out to keep the boat from sinking.  In this sentence they use a pail to bail the water out of the boat.  What else could you use to bail water out a boat?  I’m going to read a list.  Put your thumb up if I say something that could be used to bail water out of a boat.
