Goals of passage reading procedures:

1. To provide as much practice as possible

2. To involve all students

3. To reread sections to increase fluency

	Procedure
	Guidelines for Implementation

	Silent Reading
	1. Specify the amount to be read.

2. Tell students to reread the material if they finish early.

3. Have students “whisper-read” to you.

	Individual Turns
	1. Call on students in random order.

2. Vary the amount that each student reads.

	Choral Reading
	1. Orally read with your students.

2. Read at a moderate rate.

3. Precorrect, “Keep your voice with mine.”

	Cloze Reading
	1. Orally red the materials to your students.

2. Pause and have students say the next word.

3. Delete “meaningful” words.

	Partner Reading
	1. Assign students partners and the numbers one and two.  Give the number one to the higher performing student in the partnership.

2. Designate an amount that will be read to their partner.

3. When an error is heard, have the students use the “Ask then Tell” correction procedure.

· ASK- “Can you figure out this word?”

· TELL-“This word is _____.”
