
PHONICS FOR READING

Giving the Progress Monitoring Test:

1. Use a cover sheet to cover all but the first two lines (New Words). 


Say: These are New Words from the last (3) lessons. Read the words as best you can. 


If the student takes more than 5 seconds to respond, tell the word, mark it T for told, and ask for the next word.


For any word read incorrectly, write what the student said above the word.


Count the unmarked (correct) words and put that number on the score sheet by the student’s name in the New Words column.

2.
Use the same procedure for Sight Words, but allowing only 3 seconds for a response. Say: Now let’s try the Sight Words.

3.
Use the same procedure for the Challenge Words, but allow 5 seconds for a response. Say: Now let’s read the Challenge Words.

A mastery score is 80% (8 correct) in each section.
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
