1.

2.

3.

4.
When Bob was done, Jan said the same thing she said before. And Bob did the same thing he did before.

5.
At last, Jan’s mom said, “Don’t you think it is time for Bob to go home?”

6. Do you think Bob got home on time?” No. He was late. He ran, but he was not home by nine. Bob will not be singing with Jan for a while.

2.

3.

4.

5.

6.
He tasted a little of his butter. Then he jumped down and said, “This is better than the other butter. It is so sweet and fine.”

2.

3.

4.
“But this butter is better,” the fox said. “Come over here and taste some.” “No thanks,” the birds said. “We don’t like the taste of your butter.”

5.
So the fox hiked down the road with his pots and pans. At last, he came to a rat. He told the rat that he had sweet butter.

6.
The rat said, “I can eat a lot of bad things, but not your butter. It is too bitter for me.”
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Better Batter – Part Three

1.
The fox had sweet butter to sell. Did the birds taste it? Did the rat taste it? At last, fox came to some goats. “Sweet, sweet butter for sale,” he said.

2.
One goat said, “Last year, I made rolls with some of your butter. Those rolls were so bitter that I had to throw them away.”

3.
The fox said, “But this butter is better. Come over and taste some.” The goats just turned away.

4.
The fox hiked down the road to the barn. The fox asked the ducks to taste his butter. Then he asked the pigs, rams, and cows the same thing. But they just told him, “Go home with your bitter butter.”

5. The fox was sad. He did not know what to do. So he sat down and started to think. Then he said, “I know. I will make a cake for the summer Cake Bake.” And that is what he did.

6.
He first made the cake batter. He said, “This batter has a better butter. Batter with better butter won’t be bitter.” He baked a big yellow cake with his batter and it was fine.

4.

6.
