General Overview of the Program

The Early Reading Intervention Program is designed for children who need early, intensive intervention in phonological awareness, letter names, letter sounds, word reading, spelling, and simple-sentence reading. The activities are designed to increase children’s skills and knowledge in phonological awareness and alphabetic understanding. In the first 15 minutes, instruction establishes and reinforces the phonologic skills of (a) first and last sound isolation, (b) sound blending, and (c) sound segmentation. In addition, the intervention emphasizes the acquisition and application of fundamental alphabetic skills and strategies of (a) letter-name identification, (b) letter-sound identification, (c) letter-sound blending to read consonant-vowel-consonant (CVC) words, (d) selected irregular word reading, and (e) sentence reading of controlled text. The second 15 minutes reinforce previously taught phonological awareness and alphabetic skills and extend these skills through instruction in handwriting (e.g., letter dictation and formation), integrated phonologic and 

alphabetic tasks, and spelling. The spelling component begins with tracing and writing previously taught letters and progresses to writing initial and final sounds in words, and then to the systematic sequential analysis and synthesis of all sounds and letters in CVC and CVCC (consonant-vowel-consonant-consonant) words. This program was experimentally tested with kindergartners and the 

evidence for its effectiveness is significant (Simmons & Kame’enui, 2003).

ERI has been approved for use with grade 1 students, however, only for those very low performers to establish PA and AU with the understanding that acceleration is important to allow students to transition into a first grade program that would build skills necessary for students to meet the ORF goal at the end of first grade.
